Statement about why running for the position:

Having served totally as a Delegate 16 years and Chief Delegate 6 years for Indiana, I thank you for allowing me to serve you. It has been an extreme pleasure.  I certainly do not take it lightly.  I am very passionate about the profession of Physical Therapy and service to our professional association.  In my experiences, I have developed a network of friends and colleagues across the country of which we discuss issues and ideas year round.  If you know me, you understand that I am not shy about asking a question or speaking in front of the 425+ delegate representatives in support or opposition of something that is a minor point.  I believe that our Indiana delegation is one that has a good reputation and IN is well represented nationally.  I enjoy the parliamentary exercise that Roberts Rules of Order provide to maintain a civilized discussion, instead of a wild debate, to influence decision making. 
Our previous inward focusing Vision was “By 2020, physical therapy will be provided by physical therapists who are doctors of physical therapy, recognized by consumers and other health care professionals as the practitioners of choice to whom consumers have direct access for the diagnosis of, interventions for, and prevention of impairments, functional limitations, and disabilities related to movement, function, and health,” has mostly been already achieved.   Educationally, 99% (224 of 225) of all PT programs will be conferring the Doctorate of PT degree in 2015. Also now 50 states offer some form of Direct Access to Consumers.  
So now the House of Delegates has passed a new Vision with an external focus, “Transforming society by optimizing movement to improve the human experience”. We are expanding on the Guiding Principles to achieve the Vision.  Those we discussed were: Identity, Quality, Collaboration, Value, Innovation, Consumer-centricity, Access-Equity, & Advocacy.  It was my pleasure to assist in these past Houses as a Delegate to create many position statements such as: PT’s being entry points into the healthcare system; Career Starter Dues; A White Paper Report providing information on PT Productivity Standards before 2016; The  title “DPT” be the regulatory designation by 2025 in all states; PT’s being able to determine mobility status for disability license plates; & Efforts to curb fraud and abuse. We have continued our work in the areas of Alternative Payment Model and more Coding changes for 2017 for Evaluations.
If elected as a Delegate, I will continue also to mentor leadership at a State APTA level and at a national level by having served on the National APTA Nominating Committee.
