President:

As the current President of APTA Indiana, it is truly an honor to have the opportunity to continue to serve our association as President.
When asked to serve in any capacity, it can be easy to think of what we need to give up or adjust in our lives in order to be able to serve. As I reflect on the last four years, I realize that the time and resources given in my role as President were minimal, in comparison to what I gained both professionally and personally. I consider myself very fortunate to have worked over the last four years with outstanding leadership on the Board of Directors, Committees, SIGs, Districts, Task Forces/Work Groups and with you, the membership of APTA Indiana. In particular, these last five months during the pandemic, have shown how crucial our profession of physical therapy is and how resilient physical therapists, physical therapist assistants, and students of physical therapy can be in the face of huge patient care challenges, employment uncertainty and personal demands juggling caring for family members. In addition, we collectively rallied to obtain the ability to provide physical therapy via telemedicine, keeping care accessible to patients across the life span. 

Over the last three to four years, APTA Indiana leadership has accomplished the following:

· Created a leadership development plan in 2017 that included updating APTA Indiana’s Mission Statement and Strategic Plan. We plan to update our Strategic Plan again this October.
· Amended the APTA Indiana Bylaws to reduce membership dues for each membership category by $10 (was effective January 1, 2019) with the concurrent goal to encourage members to contribute that $10 to the APTA Indiana PAC, increasing the PAC balance to support legislators who support physical therapy.
· Hosted two successful PT Days at the Statehouse in 2018 and again in 2019.
· Promoted House Resolution No. 24, recognizing the use of Physical Therapy as a Safe Alternative to Opioids.
· Passed Senate Bill 586 in 2019 updating the Indiana PT Practice Act in accordance with FSBPT’s Model Practice Act.
· Contracted with a Practice and Payment Specialist who provides practice and payment guidance to APTA Indiana membership.
There is still much to be accomplished, with the most pressing being legislation to the Indiana Statehouse in 2021 pertaining to telehealth and the Physical Therapy Compact. 
Additionally, I would like to continue to facilitate the growth of our districts, the activity of our special interest groups, to include the development of a Pain SIG, and providing improved services to our members relating to practice and payment. 
I am passionate about being a physical therapist, and I will bring that passion and energy to my position as President of APTA Indiana.
